▪ Students must submit a completed application, with all requested documentation

by the deadline.
▪ Students must be enrolled as full-time students by the fall of the High School

Graduating Year.

What does the student need to do: 
Simply complete the application, attach copies of requested documents, type a financial 
need statement and personal essay, and include two letters of recommendation. Please 
submit your essay and any pertinent documents to the Calimesa Chamber of 
Commerce on or before the deadline.  

What should students expect: 
Once our committee reviews all applications, essays, and supporting documents, they 
will select students who have demonstrated the character and values we are searching 
for in a candidate. The chosen candidates and parents will be invited to attend the 
Scholarship Tea, which is held in May each year.
